i. Process updated. Potential UNIV 1820 instructors are now meeting with Lesseur before submitting proposals electronically.

i. Proposals revoked based on committee decision that remedial courses will not be accepted as UNIV 1820 courses.

i. Freake’s UNIV 1995 proposal was approved by the UICC.
d. Current Spring 1820 Enrollment Numbers
i. Enrollment numbers to date were shared.

III. Spring Course 1820 Review
a. Review of Courses
i. “Exploring Majors,” Sharon Mendes and Julie Lynch (Parallel Course Sections) 
1. Revised Proposal: 
a. Instructors increased the course rigor by requiring reflective writing on individually conducted research. 
b. Instructors recruited Krista O’Brien, MBTI Certified Instructor form the Office of Involvement and Leadership, to lead their MBTI assessment. 
c. Instructors elaborated on how their integration of the Center for Career Development and Self-Awareness are beyond the scope of 1800 content. 
2. Decision: Approved

ii.  “Pink, Blue and The Spectrum: Understanding Gender & Sexuality Diversity,” Fleurette King
1. WGGS Department Head Naples confirmed content is not replicated. She is in support of the course.
2. Decision: Approved

iii.  “Sports, Democracy and Social Change,” Fleurette King
1. Tabled by proposing instructor. 
a. King will resubmit after completing additional graduate work. 
iv.  “Introduction to American Military History,” Co-Instructors Kristopher Perry and Kevin Evringham: Second Draft
1. Revised Proposal:
a. Instructors confirmed with Political Science, Military Science, and History that content is not duplicated and that they approve of the course.
b. Active, individualized research was added to the course. 
c. Exams were eliminated.
d. Content decreased to fit a one-credit course.
e. To first target the intended population instructors will actively recruit from their population. It will remain open to all UConn students.
2. Decision: Approved

v. “UConn Reads: Variable Texts,” Shawna Lesseur
1. Discussion:
a. This would be the only UConn Reads inspired course open to first- and second- year students of all majors.
b. This is supported by Anne D’Alleva, Associate Professor and Interim Department Head of Art and Art History, and Chair of the UConn Reads Committee.
2. Decision: Approved

vi.  “SSS Peer Advising,” Lynn Papacostas and José Ramos
1. Discussion: 
a. This could be a strong three-credit offering.
b. The goal of this will be to support SSS peer mentors, similar to METAS, PASS², or EPSY 3020.
c. Sent back to the instructors to make sure that the required contact hours are met and that there are sessions held at the end of the semester to support mentors with finals concerns.
